3. Students must demonstrate the need for financial assistance (see question 31).
4. It is expected that the Head teacher will be informed of any application and a supporting statement be requested.
5. The grant shall be awarded as a result of free and open competition (interviews will be held in September). In considering the application, the Trustees may have regard to the results of any examinations passed by the candidate, to his/her school record and to any report made by the Head teacher, including the extent of their financial needs and their ability to profit by further education.
6. Grants shall be paid in two parts, the second part subject to a satisfactory report from the course tutor/Principal by the 31st January 2025. It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure this report is sent to the Trustees. Each grant will be made for one year only. Applications for grants for further years must be the subject of a separate application each year.
7. The Trustees reserve the right to terminate any grant at any time within the academic year, if in their opinion the grant is being misused or used for any purpose other than for which it was initially approved.
8. The Trustees base their decision to interview solely from the application form. It is therefore paramount that the form is completed as fully as possible.
9. It is a condition of any grant that the successful candidate will keep the Trustees informed both during the year of his/her grant and subsequently as to progress in his/her studies and the results of any examination taken.
10. To comply with our financial procedures, identity checks must be carried out for all successful applicants invited for interview. Successful applicants will be required to provide us with the following documentation at the time of their interview in September. Please do not send this to us until requested. If you are shortlisted for interview, you will be given instructions on when and how to provide this information in September.
